TIMOTHY KELLER was born and raised in Pennsylvania and educated at Bucknell University,
Gordon-Conwell Theological Seminary, and Westminster Theological Seminary. He was first a
pastor in Hopewell, Virginia. In 1989 he started Redeemer Presbyterian Church in New York City
with his wife, Kathy, and their three sons. Today, Redeemer has more than six thousand regular
Sunday attendees and has helped to start more than two hundred and fifty new churches around
the world. Also the author of Prayer, Encounters with Jesus, Walking with God through Pain and
Suffering, Every Good Endeavor, The Meaning of Marriage, Generous Justice, Counterfeit Gods,
The Prodigal God, Jesus the King, and The Reason for God, Timothy Keller lives in New York City

preaching.Preaching: Communicating Faith in an Age of Skepticism stands alone in book market
that includes several approaches to preaching. Some books provide preachers with the nuts and
bolts or the mechanics of preaching. Others focus on the rationale for expository preaching.
KellerAfA¢A a -A a,¢s work includes both and so much more.Readers will be drawn to a few
important items that stand out in this work:The Centrality of the GospelFirst, Keller is relentless
about the necessity of gospel preaching. He stands with C.H. Spurgeon who famously admonished
preachers to AfA¢A & -A A“preach a text and make a beeline to the cross of

Christ AfA¢A & -A A-Keller repeatedly challenges preachers to preach AfA¢A a -A A“Christ
crucified, AfA¢A & -A A-to AfA¢A a -A A“preach Christ through every theme of the
Bible.AfA¢A a -A A+ Wherever the preacher finds himself in the biblical text, he must alert the
listener to the person of Christ and the completed work of Christ. It is this feature that makes
KellerAfA¢A & -A &,¢s work unique and should propel is work to the required reading list of every
Bible College and Seminary course that pertains to preaching.The Importance of the HeartSecond,
Keller focuses on the heart in biblical preaching:Preaching cannot simply be accurate and sound. It
must capture the listenersAfA¢A a -A 4,¢ interest and imagination; it must be compelling and
penetrate to their hearts. It is possible to merely assert and confront and feel we have been very
AfA¢A a -A Ecevaliant for truth, AfA¢A a -A a,¢ but if you are dry or tedious, people will not
repent and believe the right doctrine you present.

So the goal of the sermon cannot be merely to make the truth clear and understandable to the mind,
but must also be to make it gripping and real to the heart. AfA¢A & —-A A« Thus, Keller highlights
the primacy of both the heart and the mind. To exclude the mind in the preaching endeavor will lead
to contentless preaching. But to exclude the heart will necessarily lead to preaching which is void of
application.The standout feature of this section is KellerAfA¢A & -A 4,¢s treatment of Jonathan
Edwards and his approach to the heart in preaching. Edwards refuses to pit the heart against the
mind and argues for a view of preaching that integrates both. Keller does a terrific job of expounding
EdwardsAfA¢A a -A &,¢s work, Religious Affections and the impact such of view has on
preaching.There is much to commend in KellerAfA¢A a -A &,¢s work on preaching. Readers are

encouraged to dive in and benefit from this godly man who has mastered the preaching task. May

This book is being given a 5 star review because of 3 outstanding chapters. But if there was a 4 1/2
star review, | would have to give it because with just a few adjustments, this book would be a classic
on preaching.The 3 outstanding chapters are: Chapter 2, "Preaching the Gospel every time,"
Chapter 3, "Preaching Christ from all of Scripture," and Chapter 6, "Preaching Christ to the Heart".
Those 3 chapters alone (all 3 are probably the best I've read on their subject matter) make the book
a valuable resource and practical sermon preparation guide for every preacher. Those 3 chapters
should be read, highlighted, notated, re-read, and absorbed into the mind, emotions, will, and
passion of anyone calling themselves preachers. The rest of the chapters contain good and
practical information, but those 3 soar above the others. The appendices and end notes of this book
are also great reads. Here’s a recommendation: Read the end notes for the chapter immediately
after reading the chapter. The end notes often expand on and interact with what'’s in the chapter, so
reading them is fun and informative.Having sung the praises of this book, still, three minor changes
would have pushed this book into the realm of being a classic.First, the book should have been
printed in the larger book format of 6" X 9". That sounds picky, but this book, physically, just seemed
a bit cramped. There’s something to be said about the importance of the size of a book!Second, the
book should have had subject, people, and Scripture indices. That would have helped
tremendously, and would have given the book more of a reference-textbook 'vibe".Third, the
chapters and the book itself should have not ended ended so abruptly. It's almost like it was a
hurriedly-written work by Keller. As good as Keller is with analogies and examples, summarizing
each chapter with and illustrative element would have each chapter packing a real punch in the gut
and slap on the side of the head! The chapters and book just . . . ended. It’s like a preacher
preaching a sermon and saying, "Well, that’s about it," and closing the sermon. Keller needed to
apply his own principles of "Preaching to the Heart" to his writing of the end of the chapters and the
ending of the book! As it is, it just feels a bit . . . incomplete . . .Having said all that (if you're still
reading), | do not hesitate for one second recommending this book. If | was teaching preaching, this
would be a required supplemental text. Every preacher and person who gives Christian messages

should read, mark, and inwardly digest this book. A lot. At least once a year. This book will be, in a



word, GREATANDINSPIRINGLYTRANSFORMATIVE to you and to your preaching!
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
