Despite injuring his back, Kennedy--towing a severely burned sailor by the strap of a life
jacket--led his battered and exhausted men on a harrowing three-and-one-half-mile swim to a tiny,
uninhabited island. Desperate for food and water, Kennedy set off on a solo reconnaissance
mission, scouting two larger islands two-and-one-half miles away. Discovering water and coconuts,
he returned for his men. For six days they lived off coconuts and kept out of sight of passing
Japanese patrols until they were rescued.Drawing on new information from the American rescuers
and recently released archives in both Japan and the United States, PT-109 recounts this event in
breathtaking detail and explores the incident’s remarkable aftermath on JFK’s life and legend.
