These paintings, rich in imagination and atmosphere, appeared on posters and

postcards to advertise the companies and their ships; and so was born a whole genre that produced

tens of thousands of images that form a wonderful record of the great era of the passenger

liner.Here, bought vividly to life in more than 500 colorful postcards, are the ships in which so many

of our predecessors sailed, as emigrants, soldiers or administrators in distant lands, or simply as

tourists.
