Having traveled to Africa twice in my life, the author shares many details about life there that helps
to provide the reader with the context for this story. While the boy may not have realized that he
needed to pursue this quest at first, the last few chapters beautifully weave together the
circumstances of his life--and the reason for the quest. | imagine that this book would be a great
read-aloud for parents to share with their children, and perhaps for a teacher to read to his or her
students. This book wisely tells a story that follows the model of creation, the fall, redemption, and
restoration. | recommend this book to those who wish to enrich their understanding of how others

live, sacrifice, and even die.

The illustrations are very poor and hand drawn, and not in an artsy kind of way. The story took a bit
to get into. For these reasons | think you’d have to read it aloud to your children. They won’t be

drawn in by a compelling first page or by the illustrations, but it's a story worth hearing.
