If you can overlook that then it's written well and you will have no trouble understanding it. He’s also
into name dropping the names of dead psychologists, philosophers and artists.

Needless to say, | was satisfied with that
arrangement. Apparently the bookstores don’t always buy these loose leaf books. did not offer me

anything for it. | ended up not even needing it.

This is a standard college level Survey of World Religion book, and does a good job of

disseminating the info you need to know without being terribly dry. | read a good eighty percent of
this for my class, and the tone of the book is not overtly preachy nor is it watered down. | did take
issue with some of the PC speak in the book, but at a collegiate level, that’s to be expected. All in

all, not a bad book.



However when it arrived it turned
out to not actually be the paperback version rather one of those "textbooks" that lack any binding
and instead has holes for a 2 or 3 ring binder. Maybe | missed that in the details but | could have
sworn paperback meant just that. As a result several pages have ripped rings and can’t be held
together properly as well turning pages is awkward and must be done slowly. Make sure this version

works for you if you see a way lower price to rent.
