So | had to take off a star
for that frustrating experience, but everything else looks really easy (hopefully not deceptively so like
the Dango!) and | really can’t wait to try again.| bought this book so | could get some ideas to start
making bento boxes for my boys and was surprised at how many of my favorite Japanese dishes
were in there. It has an ingredients list in front to help you identify the things you aren’t familiar with
and even lists some substitutions and tells you how to make basic ingredients. All in all | really
wanted to give 5 stars and | would have if it wasn’t for the dango fiasco.

turn out right though, 1 still learned things. | recommend it highly for beginners like me :)

Both my husband and myself
thought the format was really cute and clever too. Another reviewer had complained that it was all in
black and white with no photos. | guess they’ve never read a Manga before, because that’s the
point. It’s laid out just like one.The recipes are pretty simple but some seem incomplete. | know this
book is aimed mostly toward children but the chicken karaage recipe omits the sake and/or mirin
from the marinade. Which to me makes karaage so tasty. All in all though I'd say if you are

completely new to Japanese cooking this is a good starter book.
