I tend to agree with some of the other reviewers saying this book badly needed some editing.I had

to pick it up for my New Mexico History course. It had a lot of things in it that were fine. But there

were also times where it felt like things were being stretched in a way that wasn't particularly

substantive. Like they wrote a first draft of it and noticed, "Huh, my book's not even 200 pages long.

Well, that's not a very respectable book. Let's pad it out with some fluff." And in the end, they arrived

at a pretty paltry 210-ish pages that was padded out.I still give it 3 stars because it gave me a lot of



the info I needed, even if I had to wade past fluff and filler to find it.

Riddled with grammatical and punctuation errors, this book does not strike me as an educational

book.
