In case you're having

trouble finding Vol 1 (you have to enter the complete title exactly correctly), the ISBN for that is

She also teaches

three-year-olds in Sunday School "...they're fun.".

These Bible stories are the best children's Bibles Stories I have found. The pictures are clear and

the writing is concise and easy for children to grasp. There is great emotion expressed in this book

regarding the love of Jesus toward people. It is a wonderful book that children actually like reading. I

have read it to my children and now grandchildren. Other children's bible books are too long or if

they are short stories they leave out important points. This book has all the right components. If you

really want your children to understand God and Jesus's love for them THIS IS THE BOOK.
