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The first color action photo of Ted Williams (as shown on the front cover) was taken at Lane Field in

San Diego on October 5, 1941 by an amateur photographer. Nobody knew of its existence until an

old wooden cigar box was found in a basement in 1999. This book is a treasure chest of such old

San Diego baseball pictures and memories. From the Padres to Petco focuses on San Diego's love

affair with the Padres from the Pacific Coast League years at Lane Field (1936-57), Westgate Park

(1958-67), San Diego Stadium (1968) and through 35 more exciting and often exasperating National

League summers in Mission Valley (1969-2003). Through it all, Padre fans have been faithful and

forgiving. With a new ballpark, San Diego looks to build a winning tradition.

When my family moved to

San Diego in 1956, we just missed the closing of Lane Field, and saw Padres' games at Lane Field,

San Diego/Jack Murphy/Qualcomm Stadium. Now we have Petco Park.The book describes the rich

history of baseball in San Diego, and price of the book is well worth my money.

It was fun reading about the Padres teams I remember growing up in the 80s and also the older

history before then I never knew.

I lived in San Diego from 1994 to 2004 and got to see many of the Padres' famous names, from

Tony Gwynn and Ken Caminiti to Trevor Hoffman and Sean Burroughs. I saw the championship

teams of 1996 and 1998, as well as Tony Gwynn's farewell and Dave Winfield's Hall of Fame

induction.
