Joe, his son Jack, his wife Caroline, and a new character, Charlie Story

along with her uncle Jasper, comprise a great cast of characters, and the novel moves at a great

pace that never lags. I found myself worrying about the characters and feeling for them, which is the

hallmark of a fine writer and a really good novel.
