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HowlinÃ¢â‚¬â„¢ Wolf was a musical giant in every way. He stood six foot three, weighed almost

three hundred pounds, wore size sixteen shoes, and poured out his darkest sorrows onstage in a

voice like a raging chainsaw. Half a century after his first hits, his sound still terrifies and

inspires.Born Chester Burnett in 1910, the Wolf survived a grim childhood and hardscrabble youth

as a sharecropper in Mississippi. He began his career playing and singing with the first Delta blues

stars for two decades in perilous juke joints. He was present at the birth of rock Ã¢â‚¬â„¢nÃ¢â‚¬â„¢

roll in Memphis, where Sam PhillipsÃ¢â‚¬â€œwho also discovered Elvis Presley, Johnny Cash, and

Jerry Lee LewisÃ¢â‚¬â€œcalled Wolf his Ã¢â‚¬Å“greatest discovery.Ã¢â‚¬Â• He helped develop

the sound of electric blues and vied with rival Muddy Waters for the title of king of Chicago blues. He

ended his career performing and recording with the worldÃ¢â‚¬â„¢s most famous rock stars. His

passion for music kept him performingÃ¢â‚¬â€œdespite devastating physical

problemsÃ¢â‚¬â€œright up to his death in 1976.ThereÃ¢â‚¬â„¢s never been a comprehensive

biography of the Wolf until now. MoaninÃ¢â‚¬â„¢ at Midnight is full of startling information about his

mysterious early years, surprising and entertaining stories about his decades at the top, and

never-before-seen photographs. It strips away all the myths to revealÃ¢â‚¬â€œat long

lastÃ¢â‚¬â€œthe real-life triumphs and tragedies of this blues titan.
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If BB King's autobiography is engaging, this is well and truly the next level in terms of detail and

research. The people consulted included the most intimate connections of the wolf from his wife and

daughters to Hubert Sumlin, a unique member of the Wolf's band who saw Wolf like a father figure.

He had a very tough life, like most early Blues musicians but sported a very strong personality and a

band management approach that bordered on mice management. That said, in retrospect every

band member had fond memories of him simply because despite being strict to the bone, he paid

well and arranged for end of service benefits for his band members. The context behind a very large

number of his songs is detailed very well here, from the inspiration behind the lyrics to when and

where it was recorded. This is a dream come true for a Blues fan and is augmented with a detailed

discography of the Wolf at the very end. He was a true Bluesman who played until his last breath,

absolutely loved putting on a show for the crowd and would ruthlessly fine band members who

showed up late to gigs. Wolf was bold, scaring but also a very wary character who was prudent with

his money and words. The number of pople he acted as a father figure to is overwhelmingly large

and that's just the people mentioned in this book. His voice thundered in every song and almost felt

like something piercing your chest like a wild animal's growl heard from up close, his music was the

simple, twelve-bar blues popular at the time and he left the world a very blue place when he died.

As an ardent fan of the Blues and Wolf's work, I obviously know that died back in 1976 and of what,

yet reading about his death at the end of the book sent a part of me to the Killing Floor.

I loved this book. It gave so much information about the life of Wolf. There were many things I

learned about his childhood and life that I found fascinating. I have always loved his music, but after

reading the book I have a much deeper appreciation of the man he was. A true gentleman and keen

band leader. If you love the Blues, and love Howlin' Wolf's music, you must read, "Moanin' At

Midnight".The reason for the 4 stars instead of 5 were only because much of what I learned in the

book was repeated several times in different chapters. I found that a little bothersome, but that is

only my opinion. Enjoy the book.
